This letter is written in support of the band Journey's nomination for the induction into the Rock and Roll Hall of Fame. 

With 20 albums, 15 studio, 2 live, and 3 compilations, Journey has constantly provided music to live by. Their latest studio album, "Revelation", was awarded platinum status 

in December of 2008.

One of their first compilation records, "Greatest Hits" (which includes "Don't Stop Believin'". "Faithfully", "Anyway You Want It", "Open Arms") is ranked #3 on Billboard's Top Catalog chart, where it continues to remain as one of the top records of all time with the Billboard Charts for some 20 plus years now. 

The "Greatest Hits" compilation is also the band's biggest-selling CD/Album to date, spending over 860 weeks on the Billboard Pop Album charts and selling over 15 million copies as of 2008. It continues to be one of the most popular greatest hits packages, selling 500,000 to 1 million copies per year. 
As of December 2008, it is the 6th best selling Greatest Hits package in the United States. The album was previously awarded Diamond status and is now platinumx15.
All in all, Journey in total, has had close to 75 plus million records sold and counting.
Also, currently standing, "Don't Stop Believin'" has become the most downloaded song in music history to date. The documentation showed that on “November 5th, 2008, 4:35 pm "Don't Stop Believin', had become the first catalog track in history to achieve online digital sales of more than 2 million units”, according to SoundScan.
